We are excited that you are interested in being a trip leader. Being a trip leader is super fun and a great deal (financially), but it is also a responsibility and a lot of hard work. This cover page is just to let you know what we would expect from you if you were picked as a trip leader. I think that we should let you know ahead of time what you are getting in to before we hold you to it! 

Our expectations if you are accepted as a trip leader: 

-There will only be one trip leader selected for the Mt. Bohemia trip.  They will be working with the SNS Midwest Trips Director and are expected to meet prior to the trip.
-You must attend the trip leader training sessions. They will go over how to deal with different potentially dangerous situations (especially dealing with intoxicated individuals).
-You must attend leader meetings, which will take place immediately after the SnS meetings on Mondays. We try to keep them as short as possible. Sometimes we won’t have them at all, and sometimes they will be longer. 
-You must spend time working on the trip outside of our leader meetings (entering spreadsheet info, checking contracts, preparing binders, etc.)
-You must attend the pre-trip meeting.  
-You have to attend the entire trip, and take the bus both ways.

-You must be willing to make some sacrifices on the trip. This includes sober nights, running errands (sometimes at inconvenient times), fixing problems, dealing with issues, taking attendance, distributing tickets, etc. 
-You must be able to work with a team, and also make independent and responsible decisions without instructions from another person.
-You need to be responsible, but fun at the same time. 
Our commitments to you (and advantages of being a trip leader):

-We will let you know who the trip leader is ideally by the 10th of February.  
-Trip leaders will get up to half-off  the trip cost. 
-Being a trip leader is fun!  We usually get a nice condo room, and have a good time being in charge.  

-You get to know what is going on one step ahead of everyone else, and are an integral part of decision making.
